
Scheduling for Driving Program

Experienced Drivers who will most likely use hand controls or minor equipment in order to 
drive. Pathways patients usually fit into this category as they are usually well prepared by the 
Pathways team. Usually scheduled 9 a.m. – noon or 1 – 4 p.m. 

New Drivers who will most likey use hand controls or minor equipment in order to drive.  
Usually scheduled 9 a.m. – noon or 1 – 4 p.m.. Will need two blocks of time, usually not on the 
same day.

Clients who have a more severe brain injury or visual impairment who will most likely be using 
hand controls, minor equipment or no equipment in order to drive. Usually scheduled 
9 a.m. – noon or 1 – 4 p.m. Will need two to three blocks of time, usually not on the same day.

Drivers who will most likely use high-tech equipment  in order to drive. Usually scheduled 
9 a.m. – 4 p.m. or two ½ days. 

Driver Training
Driver training is best done when the client can dedicate a group of days all together in order 
to get the training done without too much lapse of time.  Normally the Driving Evaluation 
report will indicate if and how much driver training is recommended.

Dependent and/or Equipment Evaluation
Evaluation of what equipment may be most appropriate for a client with full report.
